The ancient agora, was the administrative
centre of Roman Thessaloniki. Construction
began at the end of the 2nd century A.D.

on the side of an existing agora of the Early
Imperial period. A part of a Hellenistic bath
has been also excavated, interventions
were carried out in the mid-third and early
fourth century. The complex was organized
around a rectangular paved area. Three sides
were lined with two-storey porticoes with

a double row of Corinthian columns giving
access to public spaces, in the fifth century
it was abandoned, the city’s administrative
functions were transferred to Galerius’s
palace complex.

The palace in Thessaloniki of the Roman
Caesar Gaius Galerius Valerius Maximanus
(250-311 A.D.) is one of most important
monuments of late antiquity. The
construction of this large building complex
degan at the end of the 3rd-beginning

of the 4th century A.D., when due to its
strategic geographical position the city

of Thessaloniki was the official seat of the
eastern part of the Roman Empire for two
chronological periods (229-303 and 308-
311 A.D.). According to historical sources
important emperors of the 4th century A.D.
stayed in this palace, Theodosius | being
among them.
